FAMILY REMINDERS
The goal of the Adas Israel Bereavement Committee is to assist you in making arrangements for the funeral and burial of your loved one in a manner consistent with Jewish law and practice.  We work closely with Hines-Rinaldi Funeral Home to ensure a funeral that is simple, dignified and egalitarian, in keeping with Jewish tradition.  We offer you our support at this difficult time, in the hope that receiving the assistance of other members of the Adas Israel Congregation may comfort you.

We ask you to arrive at the synagogue for the funeral service twenty (20) minutes ahead of time.  If requested, limousines will pick you up at           o'clock at (address)                                                                    .

We ask you to choose six to eight pallbearers who will be able to carry the coffin a short distance. Male and female relatives or close friends are appropriate. Grandchildren past bar and bat mitzvah, cousins, and sons-in-law or daughters-in-law are usually pleased to be asked. No mourners (spouses, children, parents, and siblings) should serve as pallbearers. Note that pallbearers must be able to carry the coffin, and will have to go to the cemetery to move the coffin from the hearse to the grave. If the family would like people to serve who cannot do this, they may be given the honor of being honorary pallbearers.

The pallbearers should be at the funeral service ten  minutes before the funeral service starts in order to receive instructions from the Bereavement Committee contact. 

We strongly recommend that you ask someone to stay at your home during the funeral.  Please ask that person to leave a pitcher of water and a roll of paper towels at the door for ritual hand washing when you return from the cemetery.  You may also wish to arrange for a meal for the family, but you should not feel obligated to feed guests. 
Friends or family who are not able to attend the funeral can dial-in to hear the service in the Smith Sanctuary 202 686-8405.

Although the services of Bereavement Committee volunteers and the use of the synagogue are free of charge, there are several costs involved in the funeral and burial.  While we know that concentrating on such matters may be difficult at this time, we want you to be aware of the following charges: 

Charges at Hines-Rinaldi Funeral Home

 --- The basic charge for the Hines-Rinaldi funeral is $2,220 ($2275 after June 30, 2019).  This includes the coffin, use of Hines-Rinaldi facilities, and all transportation for your loved one within 40 miles of the Washington Beltway. If long distance transportation is required your Bereavement Committee contact will inform you of those extra charges.  
--- Additional charges also apply if a grave liner is needed (approximately $900 depending on the cemetery) or if a funeral takes place on a Sunday, holiday, or requires overtime.  Please note that if an oversized coffin is required, the family will be charged an additional $1,594.   Short Coffins:  If the cemetery can only accommodate a short coffin (some NY cemeteries, particularly) the family will be required to purchase a 71” coffin for $2,542.
  -- If you would like Hines-Rinaldi to provide limousine transportation for the mourners, there is a charge of $595 for an 8-passenger limousine and driver for a minimum of four hours.  Additional time will be charged at $150 per hour or portion thereof.  The time is measured from the time the limousine leaves the garage to the time it returns, but no more than one hour shall be charged for the round trip to and from the garage.
--If you prefer not to use a limousine, for any reason, including having many passengers to transport then vans, mini coaches and shuttle buses can be arranged, but you must make the arrangement. The following are just three of many such transportation services:

Hines-Rinaldi will provide you with one shiva candle and two boxes of acknowledgment notes.  There are 25 notes per box. Extra candles ($10 each) or more notes ($7.50/box) can be obtained through your Bereavement Committee contact.

Hines-Rinaldi will obtain copies of the certified death certificate, which is issued by the jurisdiction of the location of the death. The copies themselves are charged by jurisdiction:

 ---Death certificates can be sent certified mail ($15), by courier service ($80) or picked up from Hines-Rinaldi by the family.

 --- Hines-Rinaldi will place a death notice in the Washington Post, which will be billed by the line.  The cost is approximately $200 per inch per day with a minimum of S285.
            --- Families will not be billed by Hines-Rinaldi earlier than 30 days after the burial. Payment is expected within 15 days of receiving the bill.
            Obituary
  If you would also like an obituary published, you may request it from the Post.  The phone number is (202) 334-7389. Or you can send it to this link:

 https://www.washingtonpost.com/apps/g/page/local/submit-an-obituary/872/. 
 The obituary is like a news article that the Post runs at no charge to you, but it is not a substitute for the death notice.  It does not contain the list of survivors or the time and place of the funeral, and is usually run after the funeral.

 Adas Israel Cemetery Charges
 --- Your loved one's membership in Adas Israel Congregation entitles him or her to purchase a burial plot ($2,150) which includes perpetual care in the Adas Israel Cemetery in Southeast Washington, D.C.  Please speak to David Polonsky/Carole Klein to make arrangements.  You can reach them at the synagogue office (202) 362-4433.

 --- The charge for opening and closing the grave is $1195 for members of Adas and $1995 for non-members.  Ordinarily, the synagogue will bill you for these charges after the funeral.  However, if there are no immediate survivors, Adas Israel will request payment at the time of the funeral.
 --- If the grave is located in the Memorial Gardens section of the Adas Israel cemetery (where above ground markers are not permitted), there will be an additional charge for a liner ($900).  There is an additional charge of $350 if there is a Sunday funeral.

Judean Memorial Gardens Cemetery Charges
---The cost for the use of the Judean Chapel is $645.

 --- Graves are available in the Adas Israel section of Judean Memorial Gardens for $2,150 per plot. This cost includes perpetual care. 

 --- The charge for opening and closing the grave is $2,095 on weekdays before 2:30 PM. There will be an additional charge of $895 for time spent after 2:30 PM (3:30 PM DST) on weekdays and after 2 PM (3:00 PM DST) on Sunday. These charges will be made by Judean Memorial Gardens after the funeral. Payment is due 30 days after the bill is received. Judean Memorial Gardens has agreed to this arrangement rather than requiring payment at the time of the funeral on an experimental basis. To ensure that this courtesy is continued, it is important that your Judean Memorial Gardens bill be paid promptly. 

 --- All graves at Judean Memorial Gardens require a liner. The cost is $650, which does not include an installation charge of $275. This fee will be billed by Judean Memorial Gardens. 

 --- Judean Memorial Gardens does not permit standing gravestones in the Adas Israel section. All memorial gravestones in the Adas Israel section are flat brass markers. For information about memorial markers you may contact Judean Memorial Gardens or you may contact Niv Fishbein at Fram Monument Company (1-301-605-8081) and ask for the Jewish Funeral Practices Committee of Greater Washington contract which will provide brass markers at a greatly reduced rate. --- Families may select specific plot locations from a map at the synagogue or by visiting Judean Memorial Gardens. If an adjacent lot is desired, payment in full is required. Please speak to David Polonsky/Carole Klein to make arrangements.  You can reach them at the synagogue office (202) 362-4433.

 --- If you would like more information about these charges or the costs of any additional services, please do not hesitate to contact your Bereavement Committee contact.

NOTE: Cemetery prices (except for plots) at Judean Memorial Gardens do not reflect 5% discount for Adas Israel members. All prices quoted are subject to change.
Other Cemeteries
 --- If you prefer to make arrangements for burial at another cemetery, you will usually have to visit that cemetery before the day of the funeral.  Charges will be presented at the time of your visit. Be advised that for Mount Lebanon and King David Cemeteries, Hines-Rinaldi will be able to provide a liner for $900. This does not include installation charges, but may or may not be a better price than what the cemetery charges for a liner.
Additional Charges 

 --- If  shomrim are provided by the community shomer ($15/hour) that cost will be on the Hines-Rinaldi bill. If friends and family will be providing the shomrim, and the community shomer will be filling in, for example through the night, you will be billed at the end of the shiva week.  It is important to the people who perform this mitzvah that they be paid promptly. 
 --- If the community Chevra Kadisha is used to perform tahara a voluntary donation of $100 will be added to the Hines-Rinaldi bill.
