F R O M  T H E  D E S K  O F  R A B B I  R O S E N B AU M  

 The cars we drive today include sophisticated machinery that we could hardly 
imagine a generation ago; perhaps only science-fiction buffs could have imagined       
navigation systems, satellite radio or the ability to start the engine without even being in 
the car, not to mention those cup-holders that can keep your beverage either hot or cold 
at the press of a button. 

 But for every great idea that found its way to the modern automobile, plenty of 
other noble yet flawed ideas wound up on the cutting-room floor. Take, for instance, the 
Daihatsu Trek. This 1990 concept car seated only one, yet it could drive on virtually any 
surface. Even more remarkably, with a little effort, the seat, steering wheel and front 
panel could fold down and make way for a full-length single mattress. 

 It garnered plenty of hype for threatening to put the Motel Sixes of the world out 
of business, yet the car never made it to a dealership. Commented Mental Floss Magazine, 
òWe canõt be sure why the car never made it past the concept stage at Daihatsu, [but] we 
can only guess [that] members of the off-road focus groups felt silly driving a         
Transformer.ó 

         The Daihatsu company discovered what many other companies figured out before 
or might still need to learn for the first time: It is difficult, sometimes impossible, to   
create the all-in-one product, the invention that can do all things for all people, that can 
transform immediately to its ownersõ every want and need. Maybe this will change one 
day, but for the foreseeable future, we have come to understand that our machinery and 
gadgets all have their limits, limits that tend to impose themselves when we least expect 
it. 

 But as much as we understand that about inventions and technology, it is    
sometimes difficult for us to remember that about ourselves. As much as we try to bend 
over backward to meet the desires of our professional colleagues, to go the extra mile for 
the sake of pleasing and helping our families, and to extend ourselves in order to keep 
our personal motivation high, we cannot do it all the time, and we certainly cannot do it 
at the flip of a switch. In this way, we are no more transformers than the concept cars of 
days gone by. 

         And yet, we are approaching the annual time period when we are asked to      
transform, to change for the better. But thankfully, we donõt do this all at once on Rosh 
Hashanah and Yom Kippur; we have other days to aid our transformation. This month, 
for example, we will begin the Hebrew month of Elul. During this time, we sound the 
shofar at morning services each weekday. We also begin to recite the 27th Psalm, a poem 
closely associated with the High Holy Days. The Sages understood that it does not take 
one day to transform, to dedicate ourselves to different behavior and a better perspective 
on how we live our lives. Rather, it takes extra days, with the month of Elul being just 
one example. 

         So, just as some products are ill-equipped to do everything all at once ð like a car 
turning into a bed in a few quick steps ð we also cannot transform immediately. Let us, 
then, consider these upcoming days of Elul as stepping stones toward Rosh Hashanah 
and Yom Kippur, to slowly but surely resolve what we wish to do better in the coming 
year.

In the next few weeks, we will be seeking specific ideas 
from community members to meet this commitment.   
 
 I am pleased to report that the healing process for our community is 
continuing.  A highlight of this process took place the second Friday of July, 
when Rabbi Alan Cohen led a healing service at our home.  We were all privileged 
to enjoy each otherõs support and find the strength to move forward in a  
magnificent environment where music, fellowship, and prayers helped us to find 
within ourselves, the strength to move forward.  I would like to thank Rabbi  
Cohen for his leadership and spiritual support during this difficult time for our 
community.  We are grateful for his commitment to the Emanu-El community 
and his willingness to be with us during Rabbi Rosenbaumõs sabbatical. òI lift up 
my eyes to the hills. What is the source of my help? My help comes from the 
Lord, Maker of the heavens and the earth. The Lord will guard us against all 
evil,ó (Psalm 121). Oseh shalom bim'romav hu ya'aseh shalom- May the One who 
creates harmony on high bring peace to us.
