THANK YOU!!!  

 Every so often, a world event is so tragic that, years later, we remember exactly 
where we were and what we were doing when we heard it. On September 11, 2001, I 
was in a Jewish Theological Seminary classroom when the Twin Towers began to fall. 
On the day when the Challenger space shuttle exploded, I was at an early-morning 
dental appointment. 
 But for others, the event that will never fade happened 50 years ago this 
month, when President John F. Kennedy was assassinated. My mother was on the way 
to a birthday party, and she remembers crying with her friends while she walked from 
school to the party. My father, who lived in Winnipeg, Canada, was at a special school 
assembly that was called to relay the news. 
 It would be difficult for me to fully appreciate what that moment meant to 
those who lived through it. But Iõve always been moved by the video of Walter 
Cronkite telling America the official news of Kennedyõs death. Cronkite, a man whose 
composure was legendary, looked downward for several moments, said nothing, and 
barely gathered himself to continue his broadcast. To many, this was the ultimate sign 
of a nation in mourning ñ the coolest customer in the country almost was reduced to 
tears. 
 Surely, in the coming weeks, we will hear many testimonials of what the    
Kennedy assassination meant to individuals and to all of America. To be sure, it is  
fortunate that we instinctively work together as a community when faced with trouble 
or tragedy. Our challenge is to know how to be community-minded at moments that 
donõt seem quite as dire. While sad moments have a unique ability to bind us together, 
they also are a chance to say to ourselves, òWhy donõt we work together more when it 
isnõt a dire circumstance?ó Itõs a question we must continue to ask. 
 After all, it was President Kennedy ñ flawed though he was ñ who         
dared us at his inauguration to ask what we can do for our country before asking what 
America can give to us. This is good advice whether we are engrossed in sadness or 
joy. May the joy of our upcoming holidays ñ Hanukkah and Thanksgiving alike ñ 
motivate us to that goal.

We should be thankful to the handful of Jews, the Maccabees, 
who rose up against our oppressors and restored the Temple, preserving our way of life 
in ancient Judea. Where would we be without people such as these who, like the  
American patriots in the Revolutionary War, pledged their lives to fight tyranny?  Today 
the men and women of the Israel Defense Forces (IDF) stand guard on the borders of 
modern Israel ready to defend their country and, in many ways, defend us Jews of the 
Diaspora as well. 
 One final thought on thanks at this time of year. We should take a moment out 
of our Thanksgivukkah celebrations and remember the men and women who stand 
guard on distant shores and on distant seas. Whether engaged in combat or not, they 
put their lives on the line day in and day out to protect us. Itõs one thing for us, in the 
comfort of our homes, to argue the foreign policy of our country. But for these men 
and women, they are at the pointed end of the spear of that foreign policy. They donõt 
have the luxury of deciding where theyõll go or whether or not theyõll take up arms when 
they get there. We should be ever mindful of their willingness to serve and the sacrifices 
they make to protect us. The young people of both our forces and the IDF deserve our 
special thanks and prayers, not only at this time of year, but every day.

Ready for Pumpkin Latkes! What's a Thanksgiving/Hanukkah dinner without Pumpkin Latkes?  
So here is a recipe for youé 

Pumpkin Potato Latkes:  

Yield: 4-6 
Active time: 20 minutes; Total time: 1 hour (including frying) 

Special equipment: food processor, grater, frying pan 
Ingredients: 

2 1/2 pounds russet potatoes, peeled and grated on large holes of box grater, soaked in ice water 
1/2 (14 oz) can canned pumpkin 

1 small white onion, grated on medium holes of box grater 
2 large eggs, lightly beaten 

4 tablespoons all purpose flour 
1 tablespoon kosher salt 

Freshly ground black pepper 
Vegetable oil 

Transfer potatoes to large bowl lined with a clean kitchen towel and gently squeeze dry.  
Reserve potato soaking liquid. Set reserved liquid aside for 10 minutes to allow starch to sink to the bottom.  

Carefully pour liquid from bowl, reserving starch, and discard. Transfer potatoes back to bowl with starch. Add 
onions and pumpkin. Stir in eggs, flour, salt, and pepper. Line rimmed baking sheet with paper towels; set aside. 

In heavy-bottomed 12-inch nonstick skillet, heat 1/4-inch of vegetable oil. Spoon scant 1/2 cup of potato  
mixture per pancake into skillet, working in batches and taking care not to crowd the skillet. Fry on both sides 
until golden brown, 4 to 6 minutes. Transfer to prepared baking sheet to drain; transfer to oven to keep warm. 

Repeat process with remaining potato mixture. Serve hot with maple vanilla apple sauce.
