What is a hero? 

Is a hero someone who goes above and beyond the typical call of duty? Does a hero  
necessarily face adversity before becoming successful? Alternatively, does a hero actually 
need to be successful at all; can it suffice if s/he shows proper courage and fortitude 
while not achieving an ultimate goal? Is it possible for a hero to be admired by some 
people and loathed by others? 

Our society is particularly interested in heroes these days; it feels like almost every movie 
is either about a superhero from a comic book or a òbiopicó about a heroic person from 
history. But we actually all have different standards of heroism, and recent public  
conversations reveal how elusive it is to define it. 

When Caitlyn Jenner ð formerly Bruce Jenner ð publicly discussed her changed status, 
she was presented with a special award by ESPN for speaking about transgender issues, 
and she was greeted with much support around the country. But before long, there was a 
backlash, as some argued that Jenner shouldnõt be considered a hero; real heroes, they 
said, are people like military veterans, firefighters, and police officers. 

More recently, billionaire and Republican presidential candidate Donald Trump  
commented that Senator John McCain, who had spent more than five years as a prisoner 
of war during the Vietnam War, shouldnõt be considered a hero, since McCain didnõt  
escape from his captivity. McCainõs colleagues from across the political spectrum quickly 
(and, in my opinion, rightly) denounced Trumpõs statement, but the national  
conversation once again centered on the nature of heroism. 

As the secular definition of heroism is nebulous in secular society, so too is it in Jewish 
tradition. We use terms like òtzadikó to describe someone who is righteous, and òhasidó 
to describe someone who is kind. A ògadoló typically refers to someone who has 
achieved some measure of greatness. And Yiddish has given us the term òmenschóto 
describe decent and giving person. 

But the real question is, to what should we aspire? Should we all try to be gedolim, or 
tzadikim, or mensches, or all of the above? And will any of these statuses enable us to be 
a hero? 

The prophet Micah offered these words: òHe has shown you, O mortal, what is good. 
And what does the LORD require of you? To act justly and to love mercy and to walk 
humbly with your God.ó 

The way I see it, heroism does not require any of us to reach a particular status, for it 
seems that every person has a different way of evaluating whether our achievements are 
heroic. Heroism is not something to aspire to, but a title that others will place on us if 
they so desire. In the meantime, we can control only what we can control, but if we  
follow the values identified by Micah ð justice, mercy, and humility ð we stand a good 
chance of being a hero for at least someone. 

As we enter the High Holidays, let us reach not for heroism, but for the qualities that any 
God-fearing person can appreciate. And as for those who you consider to be heroes, 
may they inspire you not to be exactly like them, but to embody those qualities you  
admire most.

September 2015 
 The month of September will bring about the beginning of a new Jewish 
year. A close inspection of the Torah, however, will confuse those committed to the 
literal reading of the text, since the scripture clearly states that the month of Nissan 
(the month of Passover) is the first month of the year. So are we, as the chosen   
people, supposed to celebrate the new year twice a year? Our Rabbis do not think 
so. Rosh Hashanah is the traditional anniversary of the creation of the universe, the 
beginning of the divine creativity. The months of Nissan and Passover mark, on the 
other hand, the anniversary of the Jewish peopleõs freedom and therefore, the      
beginning of the ability of the individuals of the Jewish community to develop and 
exercise their creativity. While Rosh Hashanah celebrates divine creativity, Passover 
celebrates human creativity. So the question is é how are these two concepts 
linked? Indeed, the biblical name of Rosh Hashanah is Yom Teruah (the feast of 
trumpets). The sound of the trumpets is supposed to wake us up and make us think 
about whether or not we have honored and followed Godõs creativity in the months 
between Passover and Rosh Hashanah. Have we helped God in the past few 
months, through the exercise of our freedom, to make his creation better? How will 
we respond when we hear the sound of the trumpet?   
 What is the role of Emanu-El as our collective hub for Jewish life in aiding 
us to meet our goal of helping God to complete his/her creation? This is a subject 
that we have been discussing over the last two years. It would be safe to state that 
we see that in three different ways. First, we need to enhance our common spiritual 
experiences, both inside and outside of the sanctuary. To that end, we are working 
with Rabbi Rosenbaum to create experiences that will allow us to better connect to 
the essence of what it is to be a Jew, and to find motivation and energy within     
ourselves to make the world a better place. Second, the board has committed to 
guide our community in generating very specific actions that will engage Synagogue 
Emanu-El in the improvement of our community, our region, and the world.       
Finally, we are committed to reviewing our actions on an ongoing basis to see if our 
intentions have been transferred into deeds, accepting that sometimes we will be off 
the mark and will need to correct the path as many times as necessary in order to 
reach the goal of Tikun Olam ð improvement of the world.    
 On a personal level, I would like to thank the community for the honor of 
being your President. Nothing can compare to the wonderful feeling of walking  
during the Torah procession and having the opportunity to receive the warmth of 
the community, the smiles and the kisses. This truly makes me feel alive. I am  
thankful for the patience that many of you have, in tolerating my broken English, 
heavy accent, and the sometimes non-traditional appearance. I enjoy your          
comments, the Saturday egg salad, and the fellowship during and after the services. 
As I personally prepare for Rosh Hashanah, I count the love that I receive from the 
community as one of the strongest blessings I have received in the past year.   
 Finally, I would like to personally wish all of you a healthy and prosperous 
new year, and that our community will be written in the Book of Life for this       
upcoming year.
