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RABBI'S MESSAGE

A Fistful of $cholars

The Talmud (.10 N> n)describes the fateful turning point in the story of Purim. Haman frustratingly approaches Mordechai after having been charged by the King
to personally bestow honor on Mordechai for his efforts in having saved the King. With the vestments of royalty in hand, Haman discovers Mordechai engaged in
teaching his students the laws of ,n¥np the process of scooping out three fingers full of flour of the meal offering that is to be brought onto the Altar.

Haman inquires as to the nature of this law and is informed by Mordechai that in the days the Temple stood this offering would be brought as an atonement. Ham-
an then concedes defeat and declares “your fistful of flour has successfully repelled my ten thousand talents of silver I proffered to Achashveirosh in order to gain
the rights to eradicate you!”

It seems strange that as the decree of death hung over the Jewish nation they were engaged in the studying of laws that were clearly not relevant to them at that
moment. Might it not have been more appropriate to delve into the laws of ,0wn v PP the sacrificing of one’s life in sanctification of G-d’s name?

‘What is the providence of this specific law being presented that served to overwhelm Haman and make him realize he was ruined?
In what way did these laws of the “scooping” of flour counter specifically the money he tendered to the King in exchange for the right to annihilate the Jews?

The verb ,\np which denotes this special three finger (index, middle, and ring) scooping of flour, is used throughout the Tanach only in the context of the ,nnm
meal offering, with one exception.

When Yoseph assumed his role as viceroy in Egypt he implemented a strategy to prepare for the upcoming famine by amassing grain from the populace.
L(00 XD TPWNT) D8PPY yawn v yawa NND wymThe people gathered during the seven years of abundance by the handfuls.

Rashi elucidates ...y by yoyp fistful upon fistful.

Why the emphasis on “fistfuls”? Couldn’t they have more easily presented the grain in containers or larger volumes at a time?

In Aramaic the term for ants is 0P (3P 777 : T M1 »'wA) They are thus termed for their diligent and consistent “gathering” of food.

The Midrash (Dvmw 9 9727) describes how although an ant lives but six months and all it needs is a kernel and a half of wheat it nevertheless amasses much
more than it will ever need.

The Midrash inquires; what motivates it towards such extraordinary efforts?

The Midrash answers; “she says perhaps G-d will decree upon me more life and I will then have ample food ready!”

The Midrash continues; this is why Shlomo HaMelech taught ,(11°Ywn) 05m 19577 NI DY N9 YN 12 Go fo the ant, lazy one, observe her ways and become
wise.

Haman gave ten thousand talents of silver, equivalent to the value of the cumulative ,5pwn m8nn the half shekel, that the 600,000 Jews who left Egypt were
obligated to give during their lifetime. (2PN »N2 137 97V SN 17T TO NN MODIN)

His objective was to counter the collective “value” of the Jewish philanthropy . (p>8 »9) He sought to fund projects for the greater welfare of society discounting
the need for Jewish contribution.

His reasoning was flawed, for the Jew is not solely about the bottom line in good times. It is a Jew’s steady commitment to forge ahead despite the bleak outlook
ahead that defines our special bond with G-d..

NP Sy Y fistful by fistful we continue our allegiance.

The ,y2p the fistful meal offering, is the only sacrifice that is termed the gift of the wo, the soul.

Rashi quotes the passage in the Talmud that states that although the nn» is often the meager offering of a poor man, nevertheless G-d deems it as if he gave his
soul.

It is his dedication despite the blight of his condition that powers the “fistful”” of flour of the impoverished, not simply the sacrifice of limited funds.

Very often we get discouraged in our ,0wn NTay in our relationship with G-d. We wish to achieve glorious and noble objectives but find ourselves lacking the
tools. At times we are simply complacent and not motivated to grow, we are too comfortable.

During the years of plenty Yoseph faced a similar dilemma. How can he motivate an entire empire poor and rich alike to prepare for the future famine that was not
yet tangible? He had to retrain the people to value the process of ,\2p by \mp - maintain a consistency of purpose and goals, the small steps that add up to plenty.

Haman knew he was doomed when he observed a cadre of young scholars who even in the absence of a Temple, even in the face of annihilation continued to
amass opportunity to connect with their destiny, to maintain hope despite the odds. This was far more valuable an asset than any monies they might have pos-
sessed.

May we dedicate our “souls” in everything we do, not allowing ourselves to get discouraged despite the failures, despite the odds. In that merit may we overcome
our enemies, both internal and external and rejoice in the privilege to be part of the ,7n23n oy G-d’s beloved children.
