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RABBI'S MESSAGE

Thanks for the Memory

Every weekday we recite ,nTnb 2mwn commemorating the Thanksgiving-offering that an individual may volunteer to bring in gratitude to Hashem.
The (0 N) T oW the Jewish Code of Law records:
,NIND NN IN 0D MPNY PN H2W NN TIMND Wone should recite this with a melody since all “songs” will cease except that of the Psalm of Thanksgiving.

This is based on a Midrash (v v 77p») that states that sin offerings will no longer be relevant in a future world bereft of temptation, yet the Thanksgiving-offering will forever be
appropriate. Similarly, the Midrash adds, the only prayer that remains eternal in a world where all our wishes will be met is the expression of “thanks”.

‘What is this “melody” that one must sing? In what way is the imperative to “sing” related to the eternal status of the Thanksgiving-offering?
In the gargantuan feast that Achashveirosh sought to indulge and thereby win favor of his vast and multiple provinces, every persuasive device was used, but one.
He sets his party in the court of the garden of the King'’s palace .(n X “noN)The fragrant fruits and exotic plants and aromatic flowers were certain to captivate the participant's
sense of smell. The hangings of white, fine cotton, and blue wool, held with cords of fine linen and purple wool, upon silver rods and marble pillars ,(» ow bw)would seduce
their sense of sight in a magnificent feast for their eyes.
The luxurious and plush couches of gold and silver (Dw)certainly pleased and caressed their sense of touch with amazing comfort.
The plentiful eating and drinking... without coercion, that was in accordance to every man’s pleasure , (0 v bw) would assure each one a level of refined indulgence that was
sure to satisfy even the most exquisite of tastes and appetites.
But where was the “music” and “song”? Why not influence their sense of hearing as well? The special ambiance that only beautifully crafted musical compositions can bring to
make it a complete affair seems to be glaringly omitted?
The author of the classic Y0 mn the Holy Mystic Rav Shlomo Alkabetz zt”l, poses this question and gives a most fascinating answer. He writes :(n x)
Music is sweet to the soul because the soul has heard it on high (prior to its descent to this world).
The angels express praise and blessing in a most lovely manner.
There are people who are so endeared to it that their more “physical senses” diminish to the extent they are temporarily nullified and ignored.
Some people fade into sleep because of this detachment from their soul from their body.
That’s why so ofien, young children have difficulty falling asleep unless they are listening to music...
1t was for this reason that Achashveirosh excluded music, since he did not want them to veer from his objective in seducing them (the Jews) in illicit indulgence.
A ”niggun”, a tune, arouses us because it has the capability to transport our soul to its natural realm. The memories of that special place are embedded within us because it is
eternal and we are forever anchored in that higher reality.
The Prophets often sought to break away from the deceptive depressed world of “unreality” in reconnecting with the more accurate perception of a higher “reality”, through the
power of “niggun”, music.
Elisha the Prophet finds himself in a “unnatural” state of “anger”, discouraged with the behavior of King Yehoshafat, that prevents him from communicating with G-d. He must
elevate himself beyond the “false barriers” of the illusory physical world, enabling himself to regain a vision of true reality once again.

Thus the more accurate reading of the verse, )31 9930 7> is teaching us that only when the ,yponthe “player” is ,)nalike an “instrument”, which remains unaffected despite
its performing the music, then he merits the Divine presence to dwell upon him.
A musical instrument can express “sorrow” and “joy” equally, yet it remains unchanged.
We can cry and we can exult, but it is only when we sense that in both we are a vessel serving G-d, does our greatness lie and our bond with the Eternal thrive.
To have the ability to be thankful on the highest plane, a level that stems from a world of eternal good and ecstatic cleaving to Hashem, we must “sing”. The emphasis here is
not on the nature of the melody but rather on the perfection and consistency of the tool.
We must be a loyal instrument in the hand of the “Composer™!
Rabbi Ben-Yishai, father of Ruth Fogel, mother and wife of the five martyrs in Itamar, hy”d, commented in response to how the family is able to go forward:
I'have worked in education many years, and as an educator, I try to strengthen and teach people faith. I understand that I cannot be satisfied with words and that I also must
implement the same principles on which I have educated others. This is a test of my faith.
“We will take upon ourselves the difficult task and pave for them t
“Their mother and father will pray for them from the Heavens, their grandfathers and grandmothers will give them a lot of love, and the People of Israel will hug them and
encourage them to grow and continue in the path of their parents."
This is a sorrowful song yet exquisitely played on a most magnificent instrument.
May we each be inspired by this most noble family, which embodies the greatest values of our great nation and Torah.
May we each excel in our own challenges in singing confidently a beautiful “Psalm of Thanksgiving” through the instruments of our lives in conveying the brilliant message of
the “music” of our benevolent and most loving Creator!
