Renovation Update

February 8, 2019

We are looking for contributions to allow us to purchase two wall sconces and
possibly menorahs for the main shul on the front wall. The goal is to raise $5000
for each one. We are also considering replacing the Neir Tamid in the main shul at
a cost of $10,000. If you would like to contribute to this effort, or dedicate one or
more of these three items, please contact Michael Garber or Norman Heyden for
details. With the Aron Kodesh nearing completion, these will be the finishing
touches on our magnificent new main sanctuary!

® The pasuk has been installed on the top of the Aron Kodesh in the main shul. It
is beautiful but is being assessed to determine if it needs to be mounted on a dark
color, felt background to add more contrast. This decision will not be finalized
until we see the luchot with lettering installed. ThepasukA & | £t a2 AY
sedrah (the 8"pasuk). More than a coincidence! The wood luchot have been
taken by Mr. Henig back to his shop where he will attach the lettering. He will
install the luchot on the Aron Kodesh at the same time that he installs all the
stained glass, in about one to two weeks. The first of the eight pieces of stained
glass for the Aron Kodesh has arrived. We placed it in one of the eight rectangular
openings of the Aron Kodesh and the backlighting illuminated it beautifully. The
theme for the stained glass windows in the Aron Kodesh is Creation and Shabbat.

® We plan to test the mesh screen material, made of museum quality, non-glare
acrylic, in one of the mechitza panels on the women@ side this coming Sunday.

® The porcelain tile in the hallway adjacent to the coat room and beis medrash
was professionally cleaned this past week.

® Coming soon: The bookcase for the social hall minyanim is being assembled in
