There are eight garments that were to be worn by the High Priest when 

he would perform the service in the tabernacle, the Mishkan.  The Efod was a cape 
that covered his back and loins, like a reverse apron, that had straps that went over 
his shoulders.  On these straps were two stones, upon which were engraved the 
names of the twelve tribes of Israel. The Efod was attached by golden chords to the 
Choshen that sat over the heart of the Kohen Gadol.  The Choshen often referred to as 
a breastplate, was actually a square pocket made out of cloth that has twelve 
stones sitting in gold settings attached to it.  These stones, once again, correspond 
to the twelve tribes of Israel.  Beneath this was the blue tunic and beneath that a 
white linen shirt.  The Kohen Gadol had a turban on his crown, a plate on his              
forehead, and a belt and pants. 

One of the six hundred and thirteen mitzvoth of the Torah is that the             
Choshen and the Efod be secured together. At first glance, this seems to be an                
obscure commandment but on closer examination, you will see that there is a            
profound message for all of us. 

The garments of the Kohen Gadol represent the personality of a man.  The 
Efod corresponds to the actions that one performs; these are the deeds that the  
Kohen performs on our behalf, and they are the mitzvot that are to be done.  The 
Choshen corresponds to the motivation of a person, and for this reason, it adorns 
the heart, the seat of one’s passion.  It, too, has the names of the twelve tribes             
engraved upon it to symbolize that it represents the heart of the entire Jewish         
people.  Action, without motivation, is meaningless, and for this reason, the Efod 
and the Choshen must be connected at all times.  We have all seen the dangers of 
those who suffer from actions, without having any feeling for the actions they do. 
The reverse is also prevalent.  People who have religious fervor are enthusiastic, 
yet fail to actually perform Mitzvot or get into action.

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Nevertheless, to act with unbridled passion without understanding is also 
dangerous.  It is for this reason, that inside the pocket of the Choshen was a 
parchment that was called the Urim Ve Tumim; Urim meaning the light that guides 
us, and Tumim with perfection.  The idea being that our actions and our passion 
must be guided by the Torah and by the values of the Torah and nothing else. 

We thus find three components of personality.  Mitzvot are the action 
represented by the Efod, the Mussar is the will and passion represented by the 
Choshen, and the Torah that guides us represented by the Urim VeTumim.   

This is mentioned in the verse in Mishlei (6:23) that says “the Mitzvah is a 
lamp and the Torah is light, and an inspired discipline is the way of life.” 

The Chazon Ish writes in his letters that if a person acts based on what 
they think to be righteous, there is a good chance they will make a mistake and for 
this reason, we must adhere to the guidance of halacha, as is clearly written in our 
Shulchan Aruch, parochial as it is, this is the system that has kept Judaism alive to 
the present day. 

The personality of a person is thus developed through three important 
components.  The performance of mitzvot, the will and motivation to perform 
Hashem's mitzvoth, achieved through the study of the philosophy of the mitzvah and 
the joy of sharing the experience with others, and then through the study of the 
Halacha, specifically, the details of how to perform the mitzvah. Of course, having 
studied the Halacha of mitzvot will cause the person to fulfil the mitzvot with more 
joy and perfection, which will lead to a greater understanding and inspiration to do 
the mitzvoth.  That will lead to a desire to study more about the Halacha of the 
mitzvoth and the process continues in an upward spiral. The absence of any one of 
these components leads to nowhere at best.  

Passover is coming, and now it is a great time to study some of the reasons 
for the mitzvoth that we will be performing, and then, to study the actual laws of 
Passover, so that once we come to the performance of the mitzvoth, they will seem 
like a pleasure and not a chore.

 This transaction includes chametz groceries (cereals, flour, pasta, baked goods, yeast, non-
Pesach matzos and gefilte fish, bread crumbs, postum or mellow-roast coffees, extracts, 
vinegar, and products containing vinegar such as pickles, ketchup, mustard, salad dressings, 
and mayonnaise) and other chametz products (whiskeys, beer, and other alcoholic 
beverages, elixirs and cough medicine, pet foods, etc.) as well as chametz adhering to 
utensils and all other items not permissible for a Jew to own during Passover. 
 
 The chametz has an approximated value of $_______, pending a more accurate estimate, 
by mutual agreement, at the time of final payment, and will be sold at price discounted by 
ten percent. A down payment is payable to said agent according to his terms and conditions.
