Milah. From this we learn how important it is to visit the sick and wish them 
a BIG Refuah Shelayma. 

Avraham sees 3 strangers approaching his tent. He welcomes them and 
rushes to give them water. He asks Sarah to bake some tasty bread cakes for 
them. This is where we learn the mitzva of “Hachnasat Orchim”, welcoming 
guests into our homes. 

The Angels tell Avraham that Sarah will have a baby next year. Sarah had 
been waiting a long time to have a baby and she laughed. In Hebrew, to 
laugh is חק צ   and so when her son was born she called him Yitzchak  יצחק 

There was a city with bad people called Sodom and Hashem decided to 
destroy the city. Avraham asked Hashem to spare the city if there were even 
ten good people. There were not enough good people. Lot, Avraham’s 
nephew lived in Sodom and an angel was sent to save him and his family. 

As they left Sodom, Lot’s wife (Mrs Lot) looked back at the city and was 
turned into a big lump of salt.

Step 3: Cut out 4 doors on the four 
sides, Yama Vakedma, Tzafona 

Vanegba (West, East, North
