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 From The Rabbi Cave... 

What would you call December 31st in Hebrew?  What do you think Israelis call it?  

In America, we call it “New Year’s Eve,” and we celebrate it by going to parties, making loud 

noises, and watching Dick Clark (of blessed memory), and now Carson Daly bundled up in 

the freezing cold in New York’s Time’s Square. 

How would we translate “New Year’s Eve” into Hebrew?  The answer should sound 

familiar: Erev Rosh Hashanah!  But Israelis don’t call it that.  They call it “Sylvester Night,” 

and it is a day of celebration marked mostly by secular Israelis who live in Tel Aviv and other 

non-religious communities in the Jewish State. 

 However, the secular New Year was not a good day for the Jews throughout history.  

On New Year’s Day 1577, Pope Gregory XIII, famous for establishing the Gregorian calendar 

in use today, decreed that all Roman Jews, under pain of death, must listen attentively to 

the compulsory Catholic conversion sermon given in Roman synagogues after Friday night 

services.  On New Year’s Day 1578, Gregory signed into law a tax forcing Jews to pay for the 

support of a “House of Conversion” to convert Jews to Christianity. On New Year’s 1581, 

Gregory ordered his troops to confiscate all sacred literature from the Roman Jewish     

community.  Thousands of Jews were murdered in the campaign. Throughout the medieval 

and post-medieval periods, January 1st was reserved for anti-Jewish activities: synagogue 

and book burnings, public tortures, and murder. 

 The Israeli term for New Year’s night celebrations, “Sylvester,” was the name of 

the Roman Pope who reigned during the Council of Nicaea (325 C.E.), but was never fully 

canonized as an official Saint.  The year before the Council of Nicaea convened, Sylvester 

convinced Constantine to prohibit Jews from living in Jerusalem.  At the  Council of Nicaea, 

Sylvester arranged for the passage of a host of viciously anti-Semitic legislation.  All Catholic 

“Saints” are awarded a day on which Christians celebrate and pay tribute to that Saint’s 

memory. December 31st is Saint Sylvester Day - hence celebrations on the night of        

December 31st are dedicated to Sylvester’s memory. 

 So why is this particular person’s name used for secular celebrations in Israel?  

Despite the anti-Semitic roots, the tradition of celebrating Sylvester Night became an     

ingrained practice over time in Europe, especially in Poland and Russia, where there were 

several large Jewish communities.  Zionist immigrants brought the celebration of Sylvester 

Night with them when they settled in the pre-state Yishuv (settlement) of Eretz Yisrael.  To 

call the day “Sylvester Night” is ironic, and I would imagine that most Israelis who party on 

December 31st have no idea who Sylvester was or how bad a day the New Year was for 

Jews in the past.  Happy Sylvester!  And Happy 2019! 

Many of our interfaith families gathered on Sunday, December 16th, 2018 for a December      

Dilemma conversation with Rabbi Hal.  It was an open and productive conversation where we 

shared information and personal stories, and provided advice on how to navigate the issues that      

Interfaith families confront on a regular basis.  Some of the topics discussed were: what is the 

Jewish view on Jesus?  What are the convergences/divergences between Judaism and         

Christianity?  How should we decorate our houses?  How do we deal with the in-laws?  Thanks 

for everyone for attending and exploring these complex issues in a respectful and open         

manner!  We are hoping to have an event with our non-Jewish members and Rabbi Hal in the 

near future, so stay tuned! 
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When you decided to join Or Atid, and then you come to services, attend special programs, 

volunteer on a committee or an event, you are taking ownership of our success.  When you 

make a financial contribution, you are helping plant the seeds in the community that allow Or 

Atid to remain a fertile ground where Judaism can flourish... where you are helping to not 

only preserve the treasured past and heritage of our ancestors, but you are helping to define 

our future- not only the future of Or Atid, but the future of Judaism. 
 

I think where we may fall short at times, is because not all of our members may accept or 

realize that Or Atid belongs to all of us.  So, now, I want to say, that couldn't be further from 

the truth.  
 

Each of our members has an equal voice, so I urge all of you to use that voice and make Or 

Atid your own. Or Atid is here not just to serve a few, but to serve the needs of everyone in 

our congregation and our Jewish community. And while I know that is a tall order, it's one that 

I remain committed to, as president. Now, there are some members here who are actively 

involved because they have found a deep sense of connection to the synagogue. You'll often 

see the same faces volunteering and attending services, meetings, and programs.  And to 

you, I am forever grateful, because your unwavering dedication and commitment make Or 

Atid a warm and inviting place. There are other members, however, who may still be trying to 

find their place here at Or Atid and are sitting on the sidelines, not taking full advantage of 

everything Or Atid has to offer.  To you, I urge you to get in the game and see for yourself 

what we're all about. Maybe, you'll find that connection you've been longing for (or, a        

connection you didn't even realize you wanted) when you get involved, instead of waiting to 

get involved only after you feel  connected. So, join us for services (and not just during the 

High Holidays!). Attend a program. Sign up for a committee. Make a donation. Volunteer. But, 

become an active member of the synagogue that you have chosen and experience everything 

that Or Atid has to offer- the only way you can decide for yourself how we are doing is if you 

see what we are doing, first hand. And then, if you still don't find that deep connection or     

meaning you were searching for, let me, the Rabbi, or any of the Board members know. If 

your needs are not getting met, tell us why. Give us feedback and share your ideas and   

comments, because if we don't know, there's nothing we can do to try and make things    

better. Remember, this is your synagogue, so take ownership of it and help us make it the 

place you want and need it to be. 
 

I would like to close by thanking Sandy Weiner for making a new bimah cover, to Margo 

Shayne for the new baby naming blanket and to David Jaffe for supplying and installing our 

new lobby information monitor for our synagogue. These are just some examples of how you 

can make Congregation Or Atid a better place.

   What Does Shabbat Mean to Us Today? 

The traditions of keeping the Sabbath begin with the                                          

commandment, which is repeated many times throughout the 

Torah, to keep and hallow the seventh day. Shabbat is different 

from the other days.  It is one which is dedicated as a holy time 

that is separated from the other six days of the week. We’re told 

not to work, or make our servants or our animals or strangers 

among us work. But firstly, we are told that the day is holy. 
 

Traditional Jews have, throughout time, taken this commandment 

as something that life itself depended on. The regulations       

concerning the keeping of the Sabbath are extensive.  But today, 

most Jews don’t treat Shabbat much differently than they do the other days. We live in a 

secular world and our children grow up in a society that pushes us to be a part of that world. 

That genie is out of the bottle and isn’t likely to move back in. 
 

Not many of our members attend services on Friday nights or Saturdays. Some have a  

Shabbat supper and light candles on Friday nights, but many, if not most, do not. Shabbat 

has been a factor in binding Jews to Judaism for so many centuries that without it some 

communities fall apart, and eventually Jews fade from those communities. So, what do we 

do? 
 

The Hebrew word for holy is kadosh. The root from which the word comes implies being set 

apart.  Shabbat is separate from the other days – on Shabbat we separate the holy from the 

profane (i.e. the everyday). If we don’t hold to all the rules our ancestors held to, how can we 

keep it holy – make it something separate from the rest of the week? 
 

I watched a documentary several years ago in which an Israeli journalist was interviewing 

Rabbi Adin Steinsaltz, a noted Talmudist and scholar. While discussing the Sabbath, the 

journalist notes that he does not keep many of the Jewish religious traditions; he does not 

attend synagogue and works and plays on Shabbat. The Rabbi asks him if there’s anything 

he does on that day that he doesn’t do on the other six days of the week and the journalist 

answers, with embarrassment, that he reserves Saturday mornings for a leisurely breakfast 

of bacon and eggs – the only day of the week that he eats these things. Steinsaltz then tells 

him that he at least makes his Shabbat separate and special. 
 

While I don’t suggest that this is the best way to honor the commandment, I would suggest 

that we all take time to make Shabbat special and separate.  Light candles and have a   

family meal on Friday nights or attend services or find something special to do together as a 

family that you don’t do on other days. Make it holy in the way in which you feel most     

comfortable. Maybe from time to time you’ll come to services. But if not, keep it in some way 

so that our children will know that for us, as a people, it is something special.  In some way, 

let it keep us bound together as Jews.

Life & Legacy Special Hanukkah Shabbat speech by Art Todras: 

What does Life & Legacy really mean for us at Or Atid? As an English Ph.D. and former professor, I will   

approach this question by taking a cue from literature. In Phillip Roth’s 1977 novel, The Professor of Desire, 

David Kepesh is a young professor of comparative literature, comp lit, whose mother has died. About a week 

after the funeral, at the end of Shiva, after the parade of meals has ceased marching in, Kepesh returns 

home to his apartment. He opens the door to his refrigerator freezer and finds it fully stocked with all sorts 
of delectables: kishkes and briskets, stuffed cabbage and cholent, blintzes and borsht—all neatly packaged 

in Tupperware with stick-on labels. Clearly Mom, even in death, was still looking out for her boy, her yingele, 

and wanted to make sure he had what to eat.  

Now if we wink at the sarcastic humor and trope of the smothering Jewish mother which infused Roth’s 

earlier fiction, of which The Professor of Desire was a part, we can glean from this scene a connection with 
Life & Legacy. Like the image of the posthumous freezer cornucopia, a Life & Legacy commitment is the 

provision that keeps providing, the nourishment that keeps nourishing, or, more prosaically, the gift that 

keeps giving after the death of the donor. As I wrote in my Life & Legacy testimonial in the November issue 

of The Connections, which I am sure you all read, it carries a perpetual trace of the person who provided it. 

Beyond its monetary value, it leaves a sample of the essence of that person, what he or she stood for, what 

animated their involvement in the congregation.  

Now, we are a community that loves to commune over food, whether the occasion is a Shabbarbeque, a    

Hanukkah latke party, a Pesach seder, or a Thanksgiving Shabbat. Food is the magnet that draws us     

together and sweetens our services, connecting spiritual sustenance with gastronomic pleasure. So why not 

think of Life & Legacy, the act of giving a portion of one’s after-life bounty, however large or small, as the 

magnet of our future, that which helps keep our community together? The 45 of us honored here and in 

absentia, who have committed to Life & Legacy, fully embrace this idea. To those members yet to commit, I 

encourage you to chew on it. Let’s keep that freezer of our future well stocked! 

And let us give a shout out to Mickey Corn, Marilyn Wiener, Sonya Brockstein and Fran Todras for cooking 

and arranging the fabulous Kiddush luncheon that follows this service. We can never thank them enough for 

the love and dedication they bring to this house.

Let’s dive right 

in and take a look at what we’ve been doing at the Kornblau Religious School: 

I am so proud to say that the launch of our new Animal Reading Day program was a huge   

success! We teamed up with volunteer group, Pet Partners, to bring their fantastic Read with 

Me program to our school.  In the field of therapy animal work, Pet Partners is uniquely      

committed to education and preparedness. The Read with Me program partners certified   

therapy animal teams with schools to allow students to read with the therapy animal in a   

controlled and relaxed setting. Pet Partners' therapy animal teams are passionate about    

supporting   literacy, and a therapy animal team provides a new and engaging opportunity for 

all students to get excited about building their literacy skills. Young students can practice  

reading the Hebrew sounds in their workbook, and can read storybooks about Jewish values. 

Older students have the opportunity to practice reading full Hebrew sentences, prayers, and 

stories, developing their Hebrew decoding skills in a comfortable, non-judgmental                                            

environment.  

Students are reading with Or Atid member and volunteer, Holly Moskowitz, and her therapy 

dog, Tova. A happy coincidence that proved to me this program was meant to be! Studies have 

shown that children's’ reading performances improve after reading with a therapy animal, even 

with just one session, as the calming effect of a strong animal-human bond should not be  

underestimated. A therapy animal team provides students the opportunity to get in a positive 

mindset and ready to learn. We had the joy of experiencing this first hand!  

On December 16th, our 1st-2nd grade class participated in their first Animal Reading Day. One

-by-one, students were invited to the library to pick out their favorite story to read with Tova. 

Thank you to the YEC for organizing our library so nicely, and creating the perfect space to 

snuggle up with Tova and read! Students were all very excited to read with Tova, having heard 

earlier in the day that they would have the chance to read with a dog. At the end of the day 

there were so many smiling faces, and I’m happy to declare the program a success. Students 

felt comfortable reading with Tova, and we are excited to invite other classes to participate in 

this great program. We are aiming to provide this opportunity on multiple Animal Reading Days 

spread throughout the school year, allowing students multiple opportunities to read with Tova 

and improve their literacy and decoding skills in a new and fun way.
