When we get to Purim, everything is different. Things are secret, hidden. (As you all very
well know, there are NO secrets in nungschool!)

Just
as Dr. King stoodp and fought for what he believed in, so too did Esther and Mordechai
many centuries before.

These are some of the essential lessons that we teach in nursery school. Everyone counts.
