Holiday   and   Memorial  
Candle   Lighting   process   for   last   days   of   Passover   2020  

 
What   to   prepare   in   advance:  

1. One   48   hour   candle.  
2. One   24   hour   candle   for   each   departed   loved   one.  
3. Amount   of   candles   for   your   regular   Shabbat/Holiday   candle   lighting.  

a. Enough   candles   to   light   for   Tuesday   night   and   Wednesday   night.  
 
April   14,   Tuesday   evening   before   7:18pm  
Process   of   lighting   in   this   order:  

1. Light   the   48   hour   candle.  
a. No   need   to   say   anything.  
b. Place   the   candle   in   a   place   where   it   can   remain   safely   for   two   days.  

2. Light   regular   Holiday   candles.  
a. Say   the   holiday   candle   blessing.  

 
April   15,   Wednesday   evening    After   8:20pm  
Process   of   lighting   in   this   order:  

1. Using   fire   from   the   48   hour   candle,   light   the   memorial   candle,   one   for   each   departed   loved   one.  
a. As   you   light   each   memorial   candle,   say   the   name   and   father's   name   of   the   person   you   are  

lighting   for.  
b. Place   the   candles   in   a   place   where   they   will   be   safe   for   a   day,   until   they   burn   out.  

2. Light   regular   Holiday   candles.  
a. Say   the   holiday   candle   blessing.  

 
April   16,   Thursday   during   the   day,   preferably   in   the   morning   hours  
Read   Yizkor   text   once   for   each   departed   loved   one.
