B’nai Havurah Mission Statement: “B’nai Havurah is an inclusive, participatory Jewish Reconstructionist community (Kehillah) that is passionately committed to experiencing Judaism by infusing tradition with renewed meaning in a contemporary American context. We do this through study (Torah), worship and joyous practice (Avodah), social justice (Tikkun Olam), acts of kindness (Gemilut Hasadim), and connection with the Jewish People (Am Yisrael).”

B’nai Havurah Statement of Values: “F. Good Deeds (Tzedakah) 3. Tikkun Olam, repairing the world through social action. We are obliged to help alleviate hunger, homelessness, disease, ignorance, abuse, and oppression among all people. In addition, we have a responsibility to preserve the health of the global ecosystem upon which all life depends. We are prepared to take actions, both individually and as a community, that are ethically and socially responsible.”
