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Rabbi's Message         

Abridged Summer Version of ChaiLights 

ñTeach a child according to their way; when they are 
older, they will not depart from it.”   Proverbs 22:6 
 
 This verse from Proverbs can be taken in two different  ways.  
One, that you should teach a child THE  way to go, and when  
they’re older they will stay on the path upon which you’ve set  
them. Or two, that in order to teach a child about  The world, we  
must understand HOW they learn, and adjust  our teaching  
methods accordingly.  
 At KKBE, we understand that each child is on a  
unique  Jewish journey, and that there are many paths to  
understanding  our world, and our Judaism. Jewish identity is a  
combination of many things; learning in Religious School, experiences at holidays and 
events, activities at home with friends and family, and the learning that happens when we 
take those experiences out into the world. 
 One of the most powerful experiences that many of our young people have had, has 
been with CHARLEY, KKBE’s temple youth group for children in grades 8 through 12. 
Through CHARLEY, our teens have the opportunity to explore Jewish identity on their own 
terms, to shape their own religious and communal experience, and to gain the skills and 
knowledge with which they will become the Jewish leaders of tomorrow. They travel to  
regional and national events, and meet young Jews from all over the country, and the world. 
And in all of this, they have been guided by the wonderful Robin Shuler. 
 We have all been blessed by Robin’s work, our soon-to-be Advisor Emerita. But most 
especially blessed have been the many, many children of this congregation who have 
looked to her as a role model, a teacher, a mentor, a guide, and a friend. They found in her 
someone who could speak their language, engage with them as young adults, and push 
them to grow. Robin, and her colleagues in NFTY-SAR and across the country, do some of 
the most important work of the Jewish community. Youth Group Advisors have the  
incredible honor and responsibility of helping young people grow into Jewish adults, ready to 
take on the world. By maintaining a special space for the growth and expression of our 
youth (check out the CHARLEY lounge and you’ll see what I mean), our congregation as a 
whole is enriched immeasurably.  
 Robin is hanging up her Youth Group Advisor hat at the end of this summer, and I 
hope you will all help us thank her for her many years of hard work, sleepless nights, van 
trips, song sessions, hair dye, hugs, and tears both happy and sad. Luckily for all of us, 
Robin isn’t leaving the world of youth work, she will be helping to mentor and guide  
NFTY-SAR’s songleaders, and will continue to lead Tot Shabbat and music in our Religious 
School. 
 Our new Youth Group Advisor is someone known to many of you as KKBE’s  
Kindergarten Religious School teacher, Melanie Archer. Melanie brings a wealth of  
experience working with young people of all different ages, as a parent, and as a member of 
our community. She will introduce herself to you in these pages, and I hope that you will 
reach out and get to know her better as she takes on this new role as Youth Group Advisor. 
Our congregation, and especially our CHARLEY members, are all so lucky to go from 
strength to strength, as we welcome this new chapter in the life of KKBE and of CHARLEY.

At this time of year there are a lot of information and questions  
Regarding your accounts as we come to a close of one fiscal year 
and begin the next.  I know for some it has been difficult getting used 
to the fiscal year implemented in the summer of 2012 that begins on  
July 1st and ends on June 30

th
.   I hope most of you are getting the 

hang of it.  I would like to share some information that might help 
you understand how your dues payments are essential to the 
running of your synagogue.  Your dues will be billed in full, along 
with the cemeteries maintenance fee and any building fees, on 
July 1.  You will receive your invoice for this new year during the first week of July.  It will 
have your new amounts for this year, and will also include any previous balance due. 
 

The timing of the payment of dues also often confuses many people.  Dues are billed in 
full at the first of the fiscal year as that is what you owe for that entire year.  Some feel that 
if dues are paid in full by the end of the year, June 30

th
, that is ok.  Technically, our  

constitution currently provides that dues are to be paid in advance.  That said, no one will 
ever be penalized for paying their dues at the end of the fiscal year.  However, there is a 
very good reason we ask that dues be paid in advance.   The synagogue has to pay bills 
for facility managers, utilities, events, salaries, etc. throughout the year.  If dues payments 
are held until the end of the fiscal year, the synagogue suffers with a cash flow crunch for 
most of the year.  By setting up a semi-annual, quarterly or monthly payment  
arrangement, you help us immensely with this cash flow problem.  That way, you donôt 
have to pay your bill in full all at once, but the temple has a steady flow of income by 
which to operate satisfactorily.   
 

Please feel free to call Vikki, our bookkeeper, at 723-1090, should you have any  
questions.  As with a custom dues arrangement, all monthly credit card arrangements 
should be  addressed every year.  So, after you receive your invoice, please decide which 
way works best for you and let her know if she can help.

Ritual Committee Survey Results 
 

 
The Ritual Committee wishes to thank all who responded to the survey we recently presented.  We are still 
evaluating the results, and we will be doing additional research, but we wanted to share with you the results 
so far.  These results can be summarized as follows: 
 
¶ Almost 200 people responded to the survey. 
¶ The age of the respondents was somewhat diffuse, with people from age 66 and above constituting 40%, 
ages 51 to 65 consisting 36%, and ages 36 to 50 consisting 16%. 

¶ The residence of the respondents was also spread out, with Mt. Pleasant making up 37%, West  Ashley 
22%, and no other areas more than 10%. 

¶ Slightly more than half have been coming to KKBE over 10 years, and 20% have been coming two  
 to five years. 
¶ Concerning service times, respondents were likely to attend, the answers were very spread out.   
 77% would attend at 7 PM occasionally or often, 74% occasionally or often at 7:30, and 68%  
 occasionally or often at 8 PM.  These answers are even more spread out when age is taken into  
 account.   
¶  Also, 57% said they would attend at 6 PM occasionally or often. 
¶  57% did not prefer that services always start at the same time. 
¶ Concerning form of music, again the answers were very spread out.  78% enjoy choir with keyboard or it 
is their favorite.  77% feel that way about song leader with guitar.  26% said the latter was their favorite, 
while 16% said the former was their favorite.   

 And 20% said choir with organ was their favorite. 
¶ Concerning teaching style, 86% would like to have the Rabbi deliver a sermon most often. 
¶ 73% prefer to use Mishkan Tôfilah at services. 
¶ Slightly more than half of the respondents attended services less than six times in the last six months, 
while 39% have attended six times or more. 

¶ We also received more than 100 written responses each to what people like most, like least, and would 
like to change about services. 

 
Clearly, there is much more analysis to be done concerning service times and form of music.  Our  
committee is researching the best method for this further analysis, which may include another survey  
or focus groups.  We will keep you informed as we proceed.
