The Bereavement Committee assists the spiritual leadership of our congregation at Kahal Kadosh Beth Elohim 
in offering a sense of community to all of our members.  In the event of the death of a congregant or a member 
of his/her family, we volunteer to provide the ultimate mitzvah for the deceased - a meal of consolation to the 
mourners.  This meal is offered following a cremation or a burial in our cemetery, or another local cemetery. 
 
The Meal of Consolation is a dairy meal, simple in its preparation, as it is intended to be nourishing, but not 
celebratory.   The meal includes: a challah, boiled eggs, cottage cheese, noodle kugel, bagels, lox, and cream 
cheese, tuna salad, with crackers and/or rye bread, tomatoes and cucumbers, a fruit bowl, marinated 
vegetable salad, and desserts. Lemonade and coffee are served with the meal. The meal is prepared and 
brought to the home of a family member of the deceased.  In some incidences, it may be held in the board 
room at the synagogue if the deceasedôs family is unable to accommodate the mourners.   
 
There are currently seven members who serve on the Bereavement Committee.  They are Frieda Bernstein, 
Anita Rosenberg, Lynda Schwartz, Lois Sugarman, Paige Williams, Shelley Yonas, and Dunlap Silver.  Often 
with short notice, these women do the shopping and preparing of the meal, as well as delivering it to the 
location for the meal and setting it out for the mourners.  
 
While Sisterhood pays for most of the meal and the paper goods used, Bereavement Committee members 
often provide their dishes and desserts at no charge.  The Marian B. Slotin Bereavement Committee Fund 
exists for those who wish to contribute specifically to our committee. In addition, the Bereavement Committee 
may provide a shiva tray for the family of the deceased if the cremation or burial is not local but the family 
plans to receive visitors in Charleston upon their return.
