We all know the importance Judaism places upon  
education. It shows itself in high levels of academic  
achievement throughout the Jewish community. It has led us 
to establish schools as soon as possible wherever we have 
lived, and to continue to be involved in local schools ðpublic 
and private, Jewish and secular. Itôs even apparent in the  
exceptionally large number of Nobel Prizes awarded to Jewish 
recipients ð far more than our small percentage of the  
population could otherwise expect.  

 
Yet when it comes to Jewish education, the earliest  
models in our tradition arenôt based in community 
schools or other institutions. Jewish education takes place around the family 
table, in conversations with parents, during special experiences with  
grandparents and extended family. The Torah doesnôt instruct us to drop our 
children off at schools where they can learn about Jewish values. Schooling 
may very well help to underscore and deepen what we teach our children at 
home (we certainly hope our Religious School at KKBE does just that).  
However, the Torah tells us, and we remind ourselves when we recite the 
Vôahavta in our liturgy: ñVôshinantam lôvanecha vôdibarta bam bôshivtôcha 
bôveitecha uvôlechtôcha vaderechò ð Teach the Torahôs commandments to 
your children; discuss them, talk about them, when youôre at home and 
when youôre out and about. 

 
Consider the Passover Seder ð one of the most ancient forms of family, 
experiential education. We engage the children around the table with special 
foods and rituals. We invite them to ask questions ð in fact we need them 
to! The entire story of our liberation from Egypt is prompted by the asking of 
The Four Questions. Childrenôs involvement in the Seder is so important 
that, if they are not engaged, Maimonides tells us to snatch away nuts, play 
games, do whatever it takes to capture their attention and participation in the 
retelling of our peopleôs foundational story. They should feel as if they  
themselves went free from Egypt. And the principles of the Passover Seder 
apply to all Jewish education: The more you can do as a family, the more 
hands on you can be, the better.   
 
Yet, when it comes to sharing Jewish educational experiences with our  
families, no matter how great our intentions, so too are the constraints on 
our schedules and energy. Therefore, to help make Jewish experiences ð 
both fun and educational, for children and grandchildren ð as easy and  
accessible for your family as possible, KKBEôs staff has created a new blog:  
Add on Judaism (https://addonjudaism.wordpress.com). Through bi-weekly 
posts, we will strive to connect Jewish activities, rituals, and conversation 
starters to the activities already scheduled on your familyôs calendar.  
Family-friendly movies, museums, special events happening in and around 
Charleston... Everything has the potential for Jewish experiential learning, if 
you know where to look ð and we invite you to look right here!
