Will the Real Adar Please Stand Up?

Imagine a boy born on the 9th of Adar.  The year of his thirteenth year 

is a leap year.  Should he celebrate his Bar Mitzvah in the first or sec-

ond Adar?  What about a yahrzeit?  For Halachik purposes which Adar 

is the authentic Adar? 

For many the simple answer is that the second Adar is the true Hala-

chik month. The fact that Purim is celebrated during the second of the 

two months is the oft-cited proof.  Interestingly, the time of the Megilah 

reading is itself debated.  During the times of the Sanhedrin the leap 

year was declared based on necessity, not automatically.  Therefore it 

was possible that a second Adar might be added after the Jewish people 

had already celebrated Purim.  The Tannaim then debate whether one 

would be required to read the Megilah again.  When the leap year sys-

tem is automated, the Megilah is read during the second Adar.  Howev-

er, one opinion declares that if Purim was celebrated during the first 

month, one need not read the Megilah again during the second. 

The Talmudôs debate highlights our ambivalence about Adar in gen-

eral.  The Megilah is read during the second Adar in order to bring it 

closer to Pesach.  Nevertheless, the Purim of the first Adar, what we 

call Purim Katan, is a celebratory day that will not tolerate eulogies or 

fasting. 

R. Moshe Isserles in the Shulchan Aruch rules that a child born in 

Adar of a non-leap year would only become a Bar Mitzvah the second 

Adar of the leap year. The Mishna Berurah implies that since the Me-

gilah is read during the second Adar, it becomes the authentic one at 

least for the purposes of Bar Mitzvah.  The Peri Chadash however in-

sists that the boy becomes a full thirteen years old already during the 

first month of Adar.  Practically, we are stringent like the first opinion.   

Yahrzeits are similarly debated.  The year of mourning concludes af-

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ter 12 months regardless of the Adars.  R. Yosef Karo (Shulchan Aruch, Orach Chaim 568:7) rules 

that the Yahrzeit should be commemorated during the second Adar.  Adding ambivalence, the Re-

ma, who insisted that a Bar Mitzvah be celebrated during the second Adar, declares that the Yahr-

zeit be celebrated during the first.  

The Vilna Gaon says that since both Adars are legitimately the month, Yahrzeit traditions should 

be held on the date in both months. It is important to note that the Vilna Gaon is not making a 

statement regarding preference for leading the congregation or aliyot, or even the recitation of Kad-

dish. He is likely referring to doubling the practice of fasting and mishna learning on the day a par-

ent passed away.  

The debates over the two Adars point to an intimate relationship between the two months, and 

indicate that rather than one authentic, and one fake Adar, the two Adars reflect a splicing of a sin-

gular month. All sources agree that the entrance into both Adars instigates communal simcha, cele-

bration.  In that sense, this year we are truly blessed to enter into a month of festivity that will reso-

nate not for thirty, but sixty days.
