RABBI YASGUR  

Reflections of the Chafetz Chaim on Home Hospitality (Hachnasat Orchim) 

 

There is a wide-spread minhag, custom, that on each Shabbat between Pesach and Shavuot we learn from 

one chapter of Pirkai Avot. Some communities have the tradition of continuing this learning until Rosh 

HaShana. This past Shabbat was the start of the third cycle. 

In the opening chapter of Avot, we learn a key principle advocated by Rabbi Yose ben Yochanan of 

Yerushalayim: 

́ ˑ˸ ˧ː˟  ˧ːˮˋ̌  ˫˧ˏ̓ˏˮˍ̄ ̐˧ ˋs ˏ˧ˋˣ ,ˢ˓˥ ˓ˣ ˋ˶ ˏ˪  ˒˥ ̐˸˓̛ ́ ˋ˸ ˧ː˟  ˧ ˏs ˋ˧ 

Let your house be wide open, and let the poor be members of your household. 

 

The Chafetz Chaim sensitizes us to the expression .́ˑ˸ ˧ː˟  ˧ːˮ ˋ̌  As an expression, it refers to all members of 

oneôs household. Literally, the word  ˧ːˮ ˋ̌would mean children. Why use this combination of words? 

The Chafetz Chaim suggests the following: There are people who shy away from performing the mitzva of 

Hachnasat Orchim. They think that because of their limited financial means and the food they are able to 

serve, they will not be able to provide an adequate meal. They may think the bed they can offer for someone 

needing lodging is of inferior quality. But, what is the result of such thoughts? Says the Chafetz Chaim, in the 

end, the reticent host misses opportunity after opportunity to fulfill the mitzva of Hachnasat Orchim and the 

one in need goes hungry and without lodging. 

How can someone avoid such reluctance to inviting guests who are in need of accommodations and/or social 

interactions? The answer, says the Chafetz Chaim, is to think of the way we care for our children. Maybe the 

eggs we have in the house are not large enough, maybe the cereals are each down to their last portion, 

maybe the cut of meat one buys on a tight budget is not the most tender. Would parents ever think of letting 

their child go hungry because the parent cannot provide as choice food they want so dearly to offer? Of course 

not. Seize the opportunities, encourages the Chafetz Chaim. Both parties will benefit. 

We are in the midst of the Three Weeks of National Mourning. Chazal have taught that our weakness during 

the era of the destruction emanated from a lack of sensitivity to the needs and individuality of others. The 

Three Weeks is a time for us to reflect how we can better open our heart and open our home to those who 

would deeply appreciate and benefit from our concern. At the same time, we can be assured that our 

neshama, soul, will be elevated by our act of giving. 

May our concern for others attract abundant blessings from HaShem.

THE ALAN C. FARKAS CHEVRA KADISAH OF  
CONGREGATION TORAH OHR

 Many of us have experienced a death in the family. If you think back to that time, you 
probably remember that you may not have known what to do when it happened. Who do I call? 
What is the next step to be taken? 
 Living in a senior community, we felt the need for a Chevra Kadisha. Our purpose is to 
assist the family when a loved one passes away. Our Chevra Kadisha temporarily replaces 
family members who are far away and helps those who are near. We ensure that the ñnifterò, 
the deceased, is treated with the utmost respect and dignity according to Jewish law. The 
members of our Chevra Kadisha also comfort the bereaved and help them make the 
necessary contacts and arrangements. We do not perform taharas.  Taharas are done before 
the funeral service. In most of our situations here in south Florida, the funerals take place 
elsewhere.  
 We have written a brochure which contains, ñFrequently Asked Questionsò that you 
might have for our Chevra Kadisha. We also have prepared a form called, ñMy Burial Wishesò 
with your specific instructions and requested that you place this form in a pink envelope and in 
a Ziploc bag. We have asked you to put that in your freezer so that a member of our Chevra 
Kadisha will be able to locate your wishes and follow all your instructions should the need 
arise. We have presented the brochure of ñFrequently Asked Questionsò and the ñMy Burial 
Wishesò form, pink envelope, and a sticker with our phone number, at several meetings that 
we held in Torah Ohr.  
 We also thought it important to help you organize your health care directives and 
financial documentation which will make a huge difference to your loved ones. At one of our 
meetings, Roz Hamada, an executive legal assistant to the top three Estate, Trust, and Tax 
Attorneys in the State of New Jersey, has presented ideas of how to protect your loved ones 
financially. 
 Our Chevra Kadisha works with the National Association of Chevra Kadisha, known as 
NASCK and its founder and director Rabbi Elchonon Zohn. We also work with Rabbi Jay 
Lyons, the Florida Regional Director and with Rabbi Yeruchem Koppelman of Neshama 
Jewish Funeral Services.  

 We will be holding future meetings to disseminate information and forms for ñMy Burial 
Wishesò and ñHow To Protect Your Family Financiallyò. Look for meeting dates on the Torah 
Ohr calendar. We will also be providing you with a link to our brochure, ñFrequently Asked 
Questionsò at a later date.

I was born in Waterbury, Connecticut, the younger of two brothers. My father was niftar when I was five 
years old, in kindergarten. Subsequently, my mother moved the family to Long Island where she could 

make a decent living teaching in a public school and being close to her family. Growing up as Howard Karpel, I 
attended the public schools in Rockville Centre. My Jewish education consisted of attending Hebrew School six 
hours per week and going weekly to Shabbos morning services, first in a youth minyan and ultimately in the main 
sanctuary. This all took place in a conservative shul, as the town I lived in did not have an orthodox one. 
Nonetheless, I was able to learn Hebrew, learn how to lead davening, and how to lain. 

 I went on to the State University at Albany where I earned my B.A., majoring in English and graduating cum 
laude. Outside of the academics, I became involved in the Hillel, and assisted in establishing a kosher kitchen on 
campus. Previously, I was eating airline-like dinners. My mother, who had taken ill in my junior year of high school, 
was niftar Pesach time of my sophomore year at Albany State. This was quite a blow, since my mother, may her 
memory be for a blessing, really raised me. Not a shomer mitzvos herself, she did maintain a kosher kitchen and lit 
Shabbos candles. She encouraged my activities in the synagogue, and sent me to a Jewish camp for two summers. 
In my senior year of college, in contemplating my future, I decided to become a Rabbi, since my heritage and religion 
were what most moved me. It is only then that I became shomer Shabbos and as Zvi, moved off the campus. 
Realizing that never having attended a yeshiva before, and that I had a lot of catching up to do, I made the decision 
to go to Israel and begin intensive learning there. I spent one year at Beit Midrash LôTorah, and two years at 
Shapellôs, the latter being a place geared for college graduates with no previous yeshiva education. When I returned 
to the U.S., I matriculated into the semicha program at RIETS of Yeshiva University. In addition, I attended the 
Wurzweiler division, where I earned my MSW. 

 I spent three years as the Youth Director of the Young Israel of Staten Island. After receiving my MSW, I 
worked for three years as a social worker in a day program for frail elderly and in a Jewish nursing home.  Wishing to 
utilize my rabbinic status along with my skills in social work, I became the Rabbi/Chaplain at the Daughters of Israel, 
a long term care facility in West Orange, New Jersey. Over a tenure of 36 years, I took charge of overseeing the 
kashruth in the kitchen, led daily, Shabbos and holiday services, visited with residents both in the facility and in the 
hospital, and conducted activities, such as Shabbos afternoon talks, Lunch and Learns, and special holiday 
programs. I interfaced with all departments, including administration, nursing, social work, activities and 
housekeeping.  

 In addition to my full time position at the Daughters, over the years I served part-time as chaplain for the 
Developmentally Disabled, for elderly Jews living in non-sectarian nursing homes, and at Saint Barnabas Hospital in 
nearby Livington, NJ. To really learn the skills of a chaplain, I voluntarily took four units of clinical pastoral education, 
and became a Board Certified Chaplain through the National Association of Jewish Chaplains. In 2016, I was 
recognized as ñHealth Care Chaplain of the Yearò by the RCA, the Rabbinical Council of America. 

 I have been married to my aishes chayil, Robin, for nearly 43 years. Together, we raised three sons and a 
daughter who have since married and established their own families. Our oldest children, Zev and Chani, live in 
Clifton, NJ with their five children. Our second, Chaim and Shira, make their home in Toronto, with their three 
children. Our only daughter Malka and husband, Rabbi Aaron Feigenbaum, live in Woodmere, NY with their five 
daughters and one son. Our youngest, Nachi and Tobey live in Riverdale, NY with their three young children. We 
have been blessed with 17 grandchildren, ranging in age from almost 17, down to a year old. Now we have retired 
here to Century Village in Boca Raton, joining my brother David and sister-in-law, Sharon. 

 I have been serving as the Gabbai Rishon since the beginning of 2021. As such, I am responsible for 
overseeing the gabbaim of all the minyanim, ensuring that each has a baal koreh and Baalei tefilah, choosing our 
members for aliyos, and the collection of the monies from the pushka. In my position, I am a member of the shulôs 
Board, as well as the Executive Board. As the Rabbi in a nursing home, I had very little experience in my current 
tasks. However, after several months, I now feel that I am comfortable in my role, and find it rewarding. As the 
gabbai, I have been privileged to meet many of our members, and have befriended a number of them. Going 
forward, I look forward to continuing in my current role.
