Dear Rabbi Morisson,

It is our pleasure to offer you the following price proposal for the upcoming Beth Emeth Bais Yehuda
Synagogue Solidarity Mission to Israel, set to take place in mid May. Please take into consideration that
this quote is an estimate based on the attached itinerary (draft 1) and any future changes to the itinerary
or number of participants may affect the price in either direction.

We offer the land portion of the program (9 days, 8 nights) for the following prices:
For a minimum of 20 participants$2,735.00 USD per person in a Double room.
The Single Supplement is $912.00 USD

● Accommodations at the Prima Royale Hotel in Jerusalem for 8 nights
● The land costs for one Synagogue staff member
● Breakfast and dinner every day as well as full board on Shabbat.
● Entrance to all sites and activities as per the itinerary.
● Transportation on a tourist class midibus, equipped with AC, TV/DVD (up to 10 hours a day, unless

noted otherwise in the program).
● 1 Licensed Tour Guide.
● 1 Armed Guard/First Aid Responder (MDA qualified).
● Miscellaneous – Ramah Israel sourcebook-map and t-shirt, 1 bottle of mineral water (1.5 liter) per

person, petty cash, equipment for activities, etc.

These prices do not include:
● Any components not mentioned above.
● Flights to/from Israel
● Medical and Travel Insurance (covering flights, luggage, illness etc).
● VAT at hotel for Israeli citizens
● Gratuity for the Israeli staff – we recommend, at your own discretion, a minimum tip of $140 per

day for the tour guide, $100 per day for the driver, and $10 per day for the armed guard.

Cancellation Policy: Once a partial or full payment has been made, cancellations will only be accepted in
writing and must be received prior to the tour departure date. Cancellation terms will be applied based on
the date that the written cancellation is received. Cancellation fees apply to each person.

● 45+ days prior to departure: No Fee
● 45 - 14 days prior to departure: 50% non-refundable fee per person
● 14 days or less prior to departure: No Refund

Please make full payment by March 26 2024. Ramah Israel strongly urges you to purchase cancellation
insurance. We recommend the “Cancel for any reason” policies which offer the broadest coverage.
