Weekly “What’s Your Shailah?” 
with Rabbi Yehuda Leib 

Goldberger (and Rabbi Chaim 
Shlomo Birnbaum) 

 
Question: Why does the Gabbai make the 

“klop” on his shtender to remind us to say 
certain tefillos that are not routine when we are 
about to daven?  

Answer: Chazal explain that the 
consequences for not saying additional brachos 
during davening vary by whom you ask, 
ranging from 40 lashes with a wet noodle to 
hanging one upside down with dental floss by 
his toes in the public square; but usually, one 
must simply repeat the Shemoneh Esrei. In the 
times of the Gemara, most Jews would only 
remember that they forgot to say the special 
brachos while walking home from shul, and in 
frustration, would “klop” themselves on the 
forehead with their palm of their hand. Once 
they got home, chances were that they would 
get yelled at by their wives, who would then 
“klop” them on the head again, because they 
would need their husbands to gather some more 
firewood or milk the goats, thus further 
delaying their repetition of the Shemoneh 
Esrei.  

According to aggadic tradition, the “klop” 
we use today originated with a poor tailor from 
Galescia named Melban Klopman (named after 
himself, of course), who approached his Rav 
with the idea of “klopping” his shtender to 
remind his congregants to say the extra 
brachos. The Rav liked the idea, and began to 
implement it into the davening at his 
shul. Many questions arose, and the klop was 
met with opposition. One congregant asked 
what he should do if he had to daven in the 
fields or in the forest, where there was nowhere 
to klop. Another suggested that it would be 
more effective to klop one’s neighbor on the 
head to remind him of the additional brachos, 
and maklokes broke out almost every Yom 
Tov.  

More recently, the kasha of what to do if one 
must daven in the airport on the way home 
from Israel, where “klopping” could bring on 
the Israeli Special Forces looking for Arab 
terrorist activity was brought to the Rabbinit. 
After two weeks of deliberation, they poskined 
that it would, in fact, be unwise to klop in the 
airport, and suggested that one should actually 
daven out of a siddur, where any additions to 
the davening are clearly indicated. Around the 
world, there are many Chassidic groups who 
have objected to the “klop” because it reminds 
them of “knocking on wood,” which reminds 

them of the one who shall not be named. They, 
instead, use the “clap,” which can be confusing 
if you are impressed by the quality of the 
chazzan and want to applaud his performance. 

Although the “klop” has become the 
standard practice of most shuls, if you are 
unsure of which method of reminder to use, 
please consult your local Rav, who will 
probably tell you to get a life.

The Power of Purim 

The following excerpt was taken from the 
sefer Rav Wolbe on Chumash- Insights of Rav 

Shlomo Wolbe on the weekly Torah readings 

and the Festivals (Artscroll): 
The miracle of Purim was the very last 

miracle recorded in Tanach that happened to 
Bnei Yisroel.  The uniqueness of this miracle 
lies in the fact that it occurred during a time of 
galus and hester panim, which means that we 
can glean from Purim everything we need to 
know in order to weather the subsequent days 
of galus and hester panim. 

When Achashverosh gave his ring to 
Haman, allowing Haman to do to the Jews as 
he pleased, the Jewish people were able to see 
through the prevailing hester panim and realize 
that it was Hashem Who had brought upon 
them the decree of annihilation. This 
realization was more successful in causing 
them to do teshuvah than all the prophets’ 
exhortations had been. Moreover, when they 
merited salvation, they felt Hashem’s loving 
Hand penetrating through the hester panim, 
which prompted them to reaccept the Torah 
wholeheartedly. 

The Yom Tov of Purim helps us to become 
more aware of Hashem despite the hester 

panim of galus. If we prepare ourselves 
properly, and internalize the message of the 
miracle of Purim, we can reap the spiritual 
benefits of this unique day. 

Although we live today in a state of galus 
and hester panim, one who has total clarity and 
emunah can see through the guise we call 
nature. Last year for my 50th birthday, my good 
friend Aryeh Goetz gave me a copy of Living 

Emunah by Rabbi David Ashear. This book 
contains story after amazing story of real 
people with real struggles, and how by having 
emunah and the understanding that everything 
comes directly from Hashem, they were able to 
recognize the “miracle” behind the nature. 
Whether He is hidden or revealed, Hashem is 
always with us, and just like the Purim story, 
all He wants is our teshuvah. A freilichin 
Purim.
