Rashi teaches that the sentiment of Moshe’s words 

are, ‘Am I so important that I can speak with kings?’ Gd responds ‘I will be with you; and I will 

give you a sign that I send you.’  But, Moshe did not ask for a sign - Moshe was expressing his 

humility.                                                                                                                      What is the 

meaning of Gd’s response?  A Chassidic teaching explains that there are times when pride - as 

opposed to modesty - is called for. When Gd tells Moshe that He will be with him, His message is 

that Moshe is worthy; he is special, he is unique, and is necessary for this position. Humility is a 

wonderful attribute, but sometimes an acknowledgement of destined responsibility and import is 

the order of the day that enables the greatest of accomplishment.
