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games, meaning, if I win, you also win. é Covenantal goods are the arenas of co-operation. Covenantal 

goods exist wherever human relationships are structured é around collective belonging and shared 

responsibility, around, in other words, the principle of óAll Israel are responsible for one another.ôò 

What are we doing as a congregation to enact this principle? In this sense of cooperation that Rabbi Sacks 

is speaking of there is no hierarchy and distinction between people attached to the community - we are ALL 

responsible for one another and should all be shown care and love. 

A few weeks ago, I was on the phone with a rabbi friend based in the UK. She was telling me that when 

the pandemic hit, 100 congregants called her to offer to make phone calls to other members of their small 

community. Wow! 

This reminds me of the last double portion in the book of Exodus, Vayakhel-Pekudei. After God had 

instructed that the Israelites bring free-will offerings to construct the Tabernacle, people kept bringing and 

bringing. The artisans had more than what they needed. And so, Moses asks what should be done with all the 

extra. God responds that a second Ark should be made. In other words, nothing should be wasted. Everything 

that is offered is valuable, especially when it comes from the heart. 

I find this fascinating. Rather than returning or discouraging the open-hearted giving, God and Moses find 

a way for it to be of equal value. How can we honor and appreciate every offering that we receive? How can 

we transform what seems unnecessary into something holy? 

All of this teaches us that we are each immensely valuable - but the value isnôt manifest because others 

reach out or give to us (our value doesnôt depend on someone else telling us that we matter). Rather, it comes 

from each of us taking an active role in making a difference.

Leaving Egypt ï for Real 
What does it mean to 

leave Egypt? The Passover 
Seder exhorts us to see 
ourselves as if we had 
personally come out of Egypt. 
To understand this for today, 
we must understand what 
Egypt was in the eyes of our 
Israelite ancestors. Ancient 
Egypt was a society defined 
by order ï an advanced bureaucracy whose power 
and leadership symbolized the cosmic harmony of all 
things. This veneer of stability, however, came at a 
cost -- morality. Pharaoh, the Egyptian symbol of 
cosmic order, was simultaneously an imperial 
conqueror, subduing foreign nations and enslaving 
thousands of human beings. Under the Egyptian 
worldview, the common person was irrelevant ï only 
the actions of those with power were of significance 

to the gods. The grandeur and success of Pharaoh and 
his sacred bureaucracy was of supreme importance. 
This left the populace as, at best, the grateful but 
faceless members of an imperial club. It is no wonder 
that the experience of vulnerable people, such as our 
Israelite ancestors, was one of dehumanization the 
minute they were perceived as a threat to the veneer 
of harmony and power. 

When we see ourselves as coming out of Egypt, 

we identify strongly with our ancestors who had 

these experiences. But we also peer into our own 

society, and into our hearts, and seek to leave those 

places which, like Egypt, prioritize power and 

stability over compassion and vulnerability. If we do 

not do this, we invite a hardened heart, like 

Pharaohôs own. This Passover and on our way to 

Shavuot, let us instead heed the words of Ezekiel: ñI 

will give you a new heart and put a new spirit within 

you; I will remove your heart of stone and give you 

a heart of flesh.ò (Ezekiel 36:26)
