Rabbinic Search Committee 
Dear Bais Abe Community, 

 

We would like to start by thanking 

you for your support during the 

search process. We have learned a 

lot from each other and what our 

community is seeking in a permanent 

rabbinic leader. This is somewhat new 

territory for many of us, and we are 

doing our best to positively engage all 

of you. 

 

We began the search process with a 

number of focus groups that brought 

our various demographics together to 

discuss, for example, our connections 

to Bais Abe, what we value in our 

community, and what we are looking 

for in an ideal rabbi. In addition, many 

congregants took the time to 

complete a survey on feelings about 

the shul as well as the specific qualities 

and skills that we think are most 

important in a rabbi. 

 

Our search committee received a 

number of applications from qualified 

candidates, and we chose to interview 

nine candidates via Skype. We decided 

to bring in three thus far to meet the 

larger Bais Abe community, each over 

a Shabbat weekend. At this point, 

both the Board and the search 

committee are not ready to move 

forward with an offer to any of the 

candidates. 

 

Our position for a permanent rabbi 

remains open, and we are still 

accepting applications. We plan to 

ramp up immediately after the fall 

holidays with recruiting, screening, 

and interviewing.

We are getting ready to embark on 

yet another year of 

Shelanu Hebrew 

Language School. We 

finished the year on a 

high note with a 

wonderful program at the City Museum. 

Students were divided into small groups, 

and each group had a chaperone who 

supervised and helped the students find 

Jewish artifacts at the museum. They 

were very busy running from floor to 

floor, following the scavenger hunt they 

were given. It was a great year of learning 

new skills and making wonderful progress 

in language and in acquiring knowledge of 

Jewish history, holidays, and Biblical stories. 

Shelanu is a school that meets every Sunday morning at 

Bais Abe and is serving the Israeli families in the 

community.
